The Hong Kong Team made a 50min presentation on the first day of the conference to show featuring three example case study projects to illustrate Hong Kong’s excellence in sustainable built projects. An opening speech was given by the Hon. Michael Suen and a closing speech was given by the Hon. Patrick Lau.
Number Two International Finance Center – presented by Dr. Ir Leonard Chow
“Its remarkable building design features working efficiency, security, and life cycle costing, as well as its outstanding management practice contributed it to be the winner of “Building of the Year 2004” awarded by the Asia Institute of Intelligent Building”.

Redevelopment of Upper Ngau Tau Kok Estate Phase 2&3 – presented by Mr. John Ng and Ms. Ellen Ngan
“By holistic planning for a “Sustainable Community”, the redevelopment proposal is to revitalize the old Ngau Tau Kok Estate and their neighborhoods with objectives to plan for a “Sustainable Community” with balanced economic, social and environmental initiatives, revitalize the old neighborhood and improve quality of living through public housing redevelopment, enhance community involvement through consultation of District Council in the planning process and participation of local resident organizations in heritage conservation and community art design, and provide quality and affordable public housing for the target population”.

Number One Peking – presented by Mr. Kenneth Chan

“Features the external envelop of the tower is a triple-glazed walling system using low-E clear glass with a ventilated cavity that results in high light transmission and low OTTV. The energy generated from photo-voltaic panels is used for the powering of motorized blinds in the active façade which is totally self-sufficient.  The completed building achieved ‘Excellent rating’ in the environmental assessment under HK-BEAM”.

6. Follow - up Action

6.1 Road Show in Hong Kong

It is suggested that a road show of the HK pavilion shall be organized at 3 to 4 venues in HK manned by delegates from the 7 exhibitors. Funding is required, say HK $60,000 to cover delivery transport, security, administrative and miscellaneous costs. The budget assumes that venues are available by means of sponsorship. (Action: MF Hui, John Ng, Maurice Lee, Grace Tang)
6.2 Road Show in China and South East Asia

Recommended to apply for PSDAS funding to support a similar Road Show in several locations in SE Asia and Mainland China. (Action: Stephen Lau and Grace Tang).
6.3 Express of Interest to host for Regional Conference SB2007 HK

Hong Kong to bid for regional conference 2007, competing with Taipei and Korea. 
Needs institutional, financial and manpower resources. (Action: Kenneth Chan-PGBC, Stephen Lau-HKIA, MF Hui and John Ng). The PGBC SB05 organizing committee has invited Nils Larsoon, Initiator of SB conference, iiSBE and GBTool to visit Hong Kong 24 to 27 Nov. 2005 for further discussion with members of the Hong Kong Delegation.
