Abstract
The construction and operation of buildings is the most resource intensive and environmentally-damaging of all human activities, approximately 50 percent of global energy and material resources are consumed by the construction and operation of buildings.  But buildings have needs and impacts far beyond energy and resources; they are keys to social, economic and environmental development.

The successful development of green buildings requires a comprehensive solution and a conscious market transformation strategy that integrates a regulatory push with a market pull.  With good partnership between the government and the private sector, this integration can lead to dramatic success compared with implementing either approach alone.  For market transformation, a plan should be developed with adequate resources allocation and full implementation targets.

Biography

Robert Watson is the Chairman, CEO and Chief Scientist of The EcoTech International Group and its subsidiaries American SinoTech and EcoTech India, which he launched in 2007 to meet the demand for green building technologies and services in China, India and US.  Mr Watson, a pioneer of the green building movement, founded the green building rating system, Leadership in Energy & Environmental Design (LEED), of the United States Green Building Council (USGBC) in 1994. 
Being the former Director of the Green Building and International Energy Programs at the Natural Resources Defense Council, Mr. Watson has over 20 years experience on five continents improving the environmental performance of buildings, utilities and transportation through energy and building policy and program development, integrated design solutions, and clean building technologies. He was the first recipient of the USGBC’s Leadership Award for his work as the "Father of LEED".
